1. All games shall be bowled under governing USBC rules. Bowlers must be members of the USBC through the Greater St. Louis Bowling Association.
· USBC cards are $26/person and must be paid on the first night. 
2. League fees are $125 per team per week. Fees must be current at all times. Concord Bowl does not accept checks for league payments. Cash only please. Everyone will pay double the second the last week on the regular season. Lineage will be 11.00 with 14.00 going in to the prize fund. 900 Global and Concord Bowl sponsor the league with cash and equipment sales. The prize fund consists of two parts. The first part is the team’s bracket that Concord will conduct every week, paying out 1st and 2nd place. 1st place paying $150.00 and second paying $100.00. The rest of the prize fund will be determined where you place in the league.
3. Position Rounds: This league will have 4 position rounds. The position rounds will be on weeks 9, 17, 26, and 34. 1st place will draw a pill for lane assignments. Whatever pill is drawn that’s the lane they will bowl on and the rest of the league will follow.

4. Tri Challenge league is in open league format. Teams may have any combination of men and women.

5. Tri Challenge league will begin Tuesday August 16th at 7 p.m. and Wednesday August 17th at 7 p.m. Friday August 19th at 7 p.m.  Tri Challenge league will not bowl in between Christmas and New Year.

6. This league uses a handicap of 80% of 230.

7. Max handicap score is 300. If a player has a game that exceeds 300 with handicap it won’t count against the individual they are bowling. However, pins that exceed 300 will count towards the team total. 

8. There will be no more than 10-roster spots per team. In order to be eligible for playoffs, you must have bowled at least 30 games. To bowl sweepstakes you must have bowled at least 21 games.

a. In the event a team with 10 rostered bowlers introduces a new bowler not already on the roster, the person with the lowest amount of games bowled will automatically be dropped from the roster and be declared ineligible to be re-added to that team.
i. If there are multiple bowlers with the same amount of games who could be dropped, the individual dropped will be the person listed last on the roster, so please adjust rosters as necessary.
ii. More specifically, if any bowler is dropped from a team for any reason, they are ineligible to be re-added by that team later regardless of bowlers on the roster.
9.  All league bowlers returning from the year before will use their highest Concord average for the first 9 games of league (not necessarily only the Tri-Challenge average). Any new bowlers this season will use their highest USBC book average. Once 9 games are bowled your new average will be established.

a. If the local USBC has not yet posted averages through bowl.com for the most recently ended season, proof of average will be required from that center. Unverified bowlers will bowl their first night as if they are establishing an average until one can be proven. 

i. Furthermore, averages will only retroactively be changed if the bowler in question still carries a book average and it is in the same half as when they first bowled. Once the bowler in question establishes a 3-week average, no changes to prior weeks will be made.

10. League minimum average is 160. No bowlers shall receive handicap greater than 56.

11. In the event that there is a tie for any position in the standings, the first tie-breaker will be head to head match up points. If there is still a tie, the next tie-breaker is total handicap pins. 

12. Practice for all three leagues will begin at 6:45 p.m. and league games will begin at 7 p.m.

13. Your team will bowl 3 games each league night. We use a 40-point system. You will receive five points for every team win and five for team total. You will receive 1 point for individual handicapped game win as well as 1 point for total handicapped series. Individuals can earn 4 points maximum per night.

14. There will be a playoff on April 29th, 2023 to determine the league champion. How the playoffs work:

21 teams will make the playoffs (7 from each night).

Each night will have one bye team. The winner of YTD points will receive a 1st round bye.

The other 6 playoffs spots per night will also be determine by year to date points. (2 vs. 7) (3 vs. 6) (4 vs. 5)

You may bowl with any of your teams in the playoffs if you make it with however many teams. You must declare which team you’re bowling with before the round begins and you can only bowl for one team per round. That includes blinds!

With three nights competing the three teams that win their night will bowl a 1 full game stepladder finish. The final three teams will be seeded by YTD points. 

15. Money on April 29th will start at 5 p.m. with bowling starting at 6 p.m.

16.  Points will determine the first 34 weeks. The 35th week will be our team sweepstakes night.

17. Tri Challenge league will not have individual pre-bowls. You may only pre-bowl as a full team – all at once together – for out of town sanctioned tournaments. Added this season: a team may pre-bowl as a team on other matters with a majority rule on their night.

18. A legal lineup must consist of 3 bowlers by the end of the first frame of the first game.

19. All late bowlers have until the 1st ball of the 5th frame to catch up. If you can’t make it by the 1st ball of the 5th frame you must sit out that game and wait for the next game to begin.

20. Teams on the left lane will put their lineup in first then the right lane will put their lineup in. Once the right lane finishes their lineup both lineups are set.

21. Absentee bowlers will receive ten pins less than their average. A vacant bowler will receive a score of 125.

22. If both teams have an absent bowler, then both teams must match their absent bowlers up in each lineup. The team that wins the game wins the point. The same rule applies for total. If the team wins total for the night their absentee bowler gets the point.

a. In the event teams do not adhere to this rule, the necessary changes will be made at the time of entering scores. The team who is on the right lane’s lineup will be changed to satisfy the rule, resulting in different individual matches that may alter individual and team points. 

23. No new bowlers will be added after the eighth week of the 1st half. Any new bowlers will have to wait for the start of the second half. Once the second half begins you have another 8-week window to adjust rosters. 

24. Teams bowling unopposed must bowl within ten pins of their average to claim individual points. Teams must bowl within 50 pins scratch of their team average to claim team points. If there happens to be a blind team in one of the leagues and the team that is bowling the blind has an absent bowler, then you can only earn your absent bowlers point if you win the game. If you get total then you will get the point for total. If you lose the game or total those points will not be awarded to you.

25. If a team forfeits a league night the team they bowl must bowl as if they were bowling a blind team.

26. If a team is added after the first week of league, then that team will inherit the last place team’s record. No new teams will be added after 3 weeks.

27. Concord Bowl runs brackets, 50/50 and mystery game each night. The extra $5 from each bracket goes to the playoff fund, as does the other half of the 50/50 pot. Mystery games will run as they have the past few years. The center will also run a second-game only mystery doubles.

28. Mystery game pot on the final night. You must participate in 10 weeks worth of mystery games to be eligible for the last night. No, your 10th week can’t be the final week. 

29. Respect the bowling center. Kicking tables, chairs, ball returns (or any equipment) will not be tolerated and may result in forfeited points that night and/or expulsion from the league! 

30. Please be ready in a timely matter when it’s your turn to bowl. If you continue to delay the game you will receive zeroes for the frames that you’re not present for.

31. Concord Bowl will contact team captains if there are any cancellations due to the weather. Once the team captain has been notified it’s then the captain’s job to contact the rest of his or her team.
